TECH TALK

Q. How do heat-reflective paints work?

A. Paint additives and coatings are now available that may significantly improve a buildings' insulation properties, thereby
leading to reduced energy costs and wastage. These products should be considered by specifiers for their ability to lower
greenhouse emissions.

Some contains tiny microspheres; hollow ceramic balls, to stop conduction of heat through the paint membrane. Vacuum
does not conduct heat, so these nano-ceramic particles slow heat transfer.

Dark colours traditionally absorb solar radiation more than light colours. However, sunlight is made up of
51% infra-red light. By replacing conventional black pigments with special cool colour technology black pigments which
reflect infra-red radiation, it is possible to reduce heat absorption by the substrate, without altering the colour. This results in
the coating become a heat-reflective coating, even in dark colours.

This technology helps mitigate the urban heat island effect. Negotiations are currently under way to have these products
approved for Government Rebates under the Economic Stimulus Package grants for housing insulation. GreenPainters
supports manufacturers of heat-reflective coatings who are GECA Certified. It's important to use products that also
consider the environment during their manufacture.
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GREENPAINTERS AWARDS

This month we focus on an entry from Natural Painting People, based in Brisbane. Run by Steve Williams, the Natural
Painting People have been praised for their work on a project for Steve Watson from TVS Architects.

Steve used GECA certified Low-VOC Rockcote Ecostyle, on the interior and exterior. “We have completed over 30 jobs
using non toxic paints. We employ one full time painter, myself, an apprentice, and a part timer as a [sub-contractor]. Two
of these are women who tell me that they love working with us as they know that when working with other paints they are
using toxic chemicals”, says Steve. He is a board member of Master Painters Association in Queensland, and is active in
promoting environmental awareness in the community.

"In the Eco-renovation of our own house one of the main aims was to create an indoor environment with a high air quality
by not using glues and materials that are responsible for toxic emissions. It was then a matter of finishing things off with
paints that also had the least possible toxic emissions. [GreenPainters] Natural Painting People were the obvious

choice. They had the expertise and knowledge of the best products to use, and more importantly they have a lot of
experience in using them. When it comes to using natural products they can perform a little differently to traditional
chemical based products, so it is important to have someone who has had experience in their use. The Natural Painting
People were friendly, flexible, efficient, and the result looked great too. | would recommend the Natural Painting People for
any project where high indoor air quality is seen as important - which should be every project."

It was not the first time the Natural Painting People had used these products successfully on a Queenslander. Another
project appears in the current issue of Sanctuary Magazine, published by the ATA. The challenge was to retain the heritage
value of a traditional Queenslander in sympathy with its surrounds, while improving its environmental performance. Much of
the timber used in the extension of the house was sourced from a careful demolition of a 1960s extension that adjoined the
old house.
