The framework will be defined by the
following.

The parties will:

Promote the activities of the other  to its members and/or stakeholders
Support each other achieving local and national eff  ectiveness by facilitating
contacts with local, national and international organisations

Collaborate on the promotion of sustainable paints , use of eco & health-
preferable coatings, the benefits of green buildings, and sustainable practices in
the building environment

Use their influences to encourage and maximise coop eration and support to
maximise awareness and dissemination of our respective information or activities

Use networks and contacts to facilitate linking and supporting interested
parties

Support other initiatives of mutual interest that may be agreed upon from
time to time.

The initiation of reciprocal involvement in various functions and events would generally
entail shared organisational and event marketing efforts both on local and national
levels. Some underlying goals of expanding reciprocal participation in events of similar
areas of interest include balancing educational outcomes delivered by these events and
publications with income generation from the parties’ collective efforts for example:
